One of the most important 
medicinal botanicals in the 
old days, were the humble 
juniper berry. Today, we 
usually think about gin 

when we smell and taste 
juniper, but it was 

traditionally used in akevitt 
more than two hundred 

years ago as well.

In our effort to create a 
modern interpretation of 

old akevitt, we used juniper 
berries and caraway to 
create the base for this 

spirit. This is distilled along 
with with native ingredients 
such as chamomile flowers, 
sorrel and St. John's wort to 

name a few.

We wanted to keep the 
distillate as clean as 
possible, so we did 

something quite unusual for 
Norwegian akevitt: not to 

age it in oak casks. The 
result is a unique botanical 

akevitt.
