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3.1 Unpacking

Your washer is heavy. We recommend two people to remove the packaging.
1. Remove the outer packaging including the polystyrene packer and plastic wrapping.

2. Lift the washer off the base.
3. Remove all packaging and accessories from inside the drum.

Dispose of all packaging sustainably, ensuring these materials are kept out of the

reach of children.

3.2 OPTIONAL: Install noise reduction pads

1.When opening the shrink package, you will find four
noise reduction pads. These are used for reducing 2y ——
noise(Fig. 3-1). 2%

2. Lay the washing machine down toits side, porthole
pointing upwards,bottom side towards operator

3. Take out the noise reduction pads and remove the double-sided

adhesive protective film; paste around the bottom; the noise reduction

pads under the washing machine cabinet as shown in Fig. 3-3 (two
shorter pads in position 1 and 3, two longer pads in position 2 and 4).
Finally set the machine upright again.

3.3 Removing Transit Safety Bolts
The detailed operations are as follows (Fig. 3-4):

1. Use a spanner or socket to unscrew and remove all 4 transit bolts at the back of the
washer (refer to A). Pull the black rubber grommets to remove the bolt, grommet

and white plastic spacers from the machine (refer to B).

2.Remove the 4 transit brace screws from the left and right sides (referto C). Remove

the braces (referto D) .

3. Remove (pull out) the two transit rods located below the two lower transit bolt holes

(referto E).

4. Cover the transit bolt holes with the plastic plugs (provided). Push to clip into place

(refertoF).

3.4 Leveling the appliance

Before positioning your washer in its final position, allowing
for required clearances, check that it is level (Fig. 3-5) .

Level the washer side to side:

Place the level on the centre front of the washer. If you need
to adjust the washer's position, loosen the lock nut using the
spanner provided and turn the feet up or down untillevel. To
wind the feet up turn clockwise, to wind the feet down turn
counter-clockwise.

Level the washer front to back:

Place the level on the left side, in line with the centre of the
washer. Adjust the front left foot and then the right foot
until the washer is level.

There should be equal weight on both front feet.

Recheck the washeris level, front to back and side to side.
Repeat the above steps if required.

Using the spanner provided, tighten the lock nuts against

the base of the washer to lock the feet in position.
Move and centre the washer back into its final position
using adjacent walls as a guide.

3.5 Install drying support (if required)

The drying bracket (Fig. 3-6) is mainly used to dry shoes and
some clothes that are not suitable for turningin the dryer to

reduce the damage to shoes and specific clothes.

Method of mounting bracket:

1. Insert the support column at the front end of the drying
support (1) into the hole in the rear center cover of the
upper dryer tube.

2. Theninsert the two support columns at the back of the
drying support (2) into the two holes on both sides of the
wire chip filter(Fig. 3-7) .
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3.6 Connect to water supply

Water supply requirements

If you have an uncontrolled water heating source (eg a wet back or solar heating system),
you should fit a tempering valve.This will ensure the hot water temperature remains within
safe limits. Contact your registered plumber to select and install the tempering valve.
Your cold water should not exceed 35°C and your hot water should not exceed 65°C.
Temperatures above these may cause the washer to fault or cause damage to the washer.
Inlet water static pressure:

Max. TMPa(145psi); Min. 50KPa (7.25psi).

Inlet water flow rate at tap: Min.6 litres/min.

Cold supply only

For models HLC1290CTB1, if you only have a cold water supply, you must connect the
inlet valve cap (blanking cap) provided with your washer to the hot inlet valve. The cap
prevents water leaking out of the hot valve. This appliance incorporates backflow
protection complying with AS3500.1/IEC61770. No further backflow protection is
required for connection to the water supply.

Your washer has an internal heater to heat water. If you do not connect a hot water inlet
hose, your washer will automatically recognise there is no hot water supply and its internal
heater will heat the cold water to the selected cycle temperature.

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3.8 Drain hose

In multi-storey apartments or any upper floor, the washer should be installed on a floor

equipped with a drain. Draining must comply with local by-laws.

Place the drain hose in a tub or standpipe

The hose guide is used to hold the drain hose over the tub or

standpipe (Fig. 3-10).

1. Flexthe guide apart and pull the hose through the guide.

2. Ensure a maximum of 20mm of the hose is left exposed
at the end.

3. Secure the hose guide to preventit dislodging from the
standpipe or tub.

If the drain hose is placed on the ground or if the tub or

standpipe is less than 800mm high, the washer will

continuously drain (siphon) while being filled.

Tub or standpipe height should be a minimum of 800mm

and maximum of 17000mm.

Regularly check that your tub or standpipe is free from lint or

other obstructions. This may affect operation or cause

flooding.

Attach drain hose to spigot

The hose guide is used to hold the drain hose high enough

to prevent continuous draining (siphoning).

1. Flexthe guide apart and pull the hose through the guide.

2. Secure the hose guide to a wall or the back wall of the
cupboard using a screw.

3. Drill out the blanking insert from spigot to ensure the
washer can drain correctly.

4. Attach drain hose to spigot and secure using a hose clamp.

5. Check for leaks.

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3.9 Complete your installation

1. Press () to activate your washer.

2. Select a Express15 cycle. Ensure the drumis empty and the door closed.

3. Press D|| to start. The washer will start to fill.

4. Wait until you see water in the bottom of the drum.

5. Press DIl to stop the cycle, then press O to turn the washer off.

6. Press () again, select the Rinse & Spin cycle and touch DIl . Check the drain
hose is firmly secured to the standpipe or tub, or spigot. Observe that the washer
pumps out the water, and spins. The washer will beep to signal the end of the cycle.
Any faults will be displayed on the screen, refer to Fault codes:

Use the Smart-Combi function to preheat the dryer drum 24
and remove the need for separate programming. When the @

desired wash cycle is selected, press the "Smart-Combi” Smart-

button (Fig. 5-4) to turn on the feature before starting the Combi

cycle. The cycle selected will be automatically selected for

the dry function and the upper dryer drum will preheat during the last 15 minutes of the
wash cycle. When your washing has finished, load your garments into the dryer drum,
press the "Dry" function, and "Start".Smart Combiis available for the following cycles:
Cotton, Mixed, Synthetic, Delicate, Shirts, Wool Care, Bulky, Towels, Bedding, Care +.

» Check that the upper dryer drum is empty before enabling the Combi Modifier feature.

5.4 Selectable options and modifiers

The display (Fig. 5-5) will show important information
about cycle: Options and modifiers, remaining time,
error codes and service information, warnings and
notifications.

| Selectable options: Your appliance's cycles have

specific default settings that have been designed to

deliver good performance results. However, this appliance offers a series of buttons
(Fig. 5-5) that enable the cycle modifiers and additional selectable options for each cycle.

When a cycleis selected, the default options are predetermined and the options will

appear dim in the display. If a modifier or selectable options has more than one possible

value, toggle through the options by pressing the button sequentially until the preferred

selectionis illuminated or displayed on the screen.

5.4.1 "Delay”Button

Set a delay time for the cycle to start. Avoid using this function (Fig. 5-6)
for damp, non-colourfastitems as this may cause dye run to occur.,

The Delay function is available for all cycles.

5.4.2 "Dry Level"Button

Press the Dry Level button (Fig. 5-7) to change the end dry level of
theprogram.

H1: Damp/Dry - This setting is recommended for garments that will be
finished with aniron treatment.

H2: Dry - This setting is recommended for the majority of garments;
garments can be worn after drying.

H3: Extra Dry - Use this setting for large, bulky and durable items.

5.4.3 "UV Sanitise”"Button

Use UV Sanitise (Fig. 5-8) to turn ON and OFF the ultraviolet
treatment during wash and rinses.

The use of UV Sanitise will reduce germs and microorganisms in the
water providing a cleaner and aseptic wash.

5.4.4 "Spin Speed” Button

Press the Spin Speed button (Fig. 5-9) to change the spin at
which the appliance will spun the clothes.

Lower spin speeds will leave the clothes wetter, which might
increase the drying times.

Faster spin speeds might increase wrinkles in the clothes.
The available Spin Speeds are: 0, 400, 800, 1000, 1200, 1400.

5.4.5 "Wash Temp" Button

Press "Wash Temp" button (Fig. 5-10) to toggle and select the
desired wash temperature. If novalueis illuminated (the
display "--°C") the water will not be heated.

5.4.6 "Options" Button
Touch this button (Fig. 5-11) to choose cycle modifiers.

the performance to not be compromised.

Use "ECO" (Fig. 5-13) to reduce energy consumption by setting
a cold wash temperature, 1 rinse and 1200 spin speed.
Available for the following cycles: Cotton, Mixed, Synthetic,
Delicate, Shirts, Wool Care, Bulky, Towels, Bedding, Care + .

5.4.6.3 Soil +
Use "Soil +" (Fig. 5-14) to modify the cycle settings to
increase wash time and detergent for heavily soiled loads.

Available for the following cycles:Cotton, Mixed, Synthetic, Delicate,
Shirts, Bulky, Towels, Bedding, Care +.

5.4.6.6 "Add Rinse" Button

Use "Add Rinse" (Fig. 5-17) to increase the number of rinses with fresh
water after the wash. Additional rinses are recommended for people
with sensitive skin to remove all detergent residue from the load.
