Cleansing Performed After Each Use

Rinse seat and seatbelt/stability vest with fresh water between
each use - Cleanse seat and seatbelt/stability vest with a dis-
infectant solution of 1:100 dilution of household bleach to fresh
water and then rinse with fresh water and dry entire hoist daily.
In the event of a contamination incident such patient/user
excreta - cleanse seat and seatbelt/stability vest immediately
with the disinfectant solution*

Cleanse all battery connections with a nylon scouring pad

Cleanse all metallic surfaces with a cleaner wax to maintain
the finish of the hoist

* When using the disinfection solution, avoid direct contact with the skin and eyes. In the event of a contamination incident,
immerse the seat belt or stability vest in the disinfection solution for 10 min. and then rinse thoroughly with fresh water.
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
