
Exide Startbooster Item No.2652891 & 2652890 
 
The booster 12/24V has two batteries inside, in most cases the customer forgets to recharge the booster often 
enough. If one of the batteries has less power “or deeply discharged” it will affect the performance of the 
other battery because they work together in 12V and 24V position. 
   
For recharging the booster 12/24V, the cigarette socket for input/output is connected with 12V which means 
while recharging the booster the red voltage selector quick plug on the back side of the booster must be 
connected into 12V position, if not the batteries will not recharge. “As illustrated in the picture” 
 
This happens to most of the customers who don’t pay attention!  So as time goes by, the batteries become 
discharged and start sulfating wen SoC goes below 12,4V.   
All these notices and warnings are clearly indicated on the stickers and also in the user manual, but there are 
still many careless users. 
 
Please do not keep too many boosters in stock for to long time! For every three month they should be 
recharged for better maintains.
